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TANHÉE SEAGRAVE AND AARON GWIN DOMINATES THE BLACK SNAKE
AT THE FINAL OF THE UCI MTB WORLD CUP FINALS DHI IN VAL DI SOLE
The British and US riders triumphs on the iconic Val di Sole race have a special flavor: the first one closes the UCI MTB World Cup Finals DHI to second place while Gwin rushes to overcomes Minnaars, out of the race by having mechanical failure and falling, thus conquering the top of the standings.
 

British rider Tahnée Seagrave dominated the final of the UCI MTB World Cup Finals DHI 2017. It was the athlete who had the full advantage of Rachel Atherton's unfortunate accident, the undisputed dominant champion of recent years. The podium was completed by two other protagonists of the long race season: Myriam Nicole and Tracey Hannah, respectively 3: 098 and 3: 840 respectively from the excellent Seagrave (4: 14: 831).

 

Among the Elite Men, Aaron Gwin showed his infinite style by safely archiving the UCI MTB  World Cup Finals DHI practice. Greg Minnaar, who run before him, was the victim of a rear tire failure and following crash. 'He first forced to proceed slowly and then to close the run by foot. He has honored these UCI DH 2017 Cup finals, demonstrating once again that he is not only a great athlete but also a great person.

 

In the men's race the competition was animated by the run of British Adam Brayton, the first surprise of the day, the author of a great crono that will keep him on the hot seat for a long time. It will be beaten first by fellow countryman Laurie Greenland, who is already a silver medal at the 2016 World Series of Worlds (in the end they will be 9th and 6th).

 

But the real shots were still to come. At first the british world champion Danny Hart, fell to the top (will close 47th), then Frenchman Amaury Pierron It improves its time in the final ((6th time in qualifying). The three great performers of the modern downhill who run after him - Loris Vergier, Troy Brosnan, Loic Bruni - could not do better, so he saw the final battle between Minnaar and Gwin sitting comfortably on the hot seat. Gwin wins in 3: 32: 905, improving by 1: 407 seconds the excellent crono by Pierron. The podium is completed by Frenchman Bruni, fourth and fifths by Vergier and Australian Brosnan.
